1. Pool Rules:  We ask everyone to comply with the Pool Rules and Regulations.  Your cooperation and 

consideration ensure a safe and pleasant pool season for all. 

2. Entering the Pool:  Please note that your card must be swiped and you must sign in with the lifeguard on 

duty. 

3. Lost Cards:  The swipe card controls access to the pool, tennis court and deck.  If you misplaced your card, 

there is $25 a fee to replace the lost card.  Please make your check payable to:  Daylesford Lake Condo.   

You may obtain a new card at the Management Office from 11:00A.M.to 1:00 P.M., Monday through Friday. 



 

Pool Rules 
 

Item Item Description 

1 Liability a) No one is permitted in the pool unless a lifeguard is on duty.  

b) Thunder storms will result in closing of the pool. 

c) The Township Police will prosecute violators.   

d) All persons, including children, using the facility do so at their own risk.  

e) The Management and/or Association will not be responsible for any accident due to a person's own negligence.  

f) Each person will be liable for damages caused through their own negligence or carelessness. 

2 Access All residents must use their pass to gain entry into the pool area and MUST sign in with Lifeguard. 

3 Children Anyone under the age of fourteen (14) must be accompanied by a resident over the age of twenty-one (21) 

4 Theft The Association will not be responsible for the loss of jewelry, valuables, clothing, or other property in or around the pool. 

5 Pool 
Conduct 

a) Daylesford Lake pool users must adhere to a proper Code of Conduct and follow instructions from the Lifeguard.  Appropriate conduct 

and rules include, but are not limited to, the following: 

b) Non-qualified swimmers are prohibited in deep water. 

c) No smoking, alcohol, glass or glass containers permitted inside the fenced area of the pool... 

d) Radios/audio equipment permitted with earphones only.   

e) Limit the use of Cell Phones as a courtesy to other residents using the pool... 

f) Proper swimwear required in pool.   

g) All diaper-wearing children must wear outer waterproof pants in the pool. 

h) No pool toys (rafts, balls, etc) permitted.  Only “noodles” allowed. 

i) All trash must be deposited in trash receptacles. 

j) All injuries must be reported to Lifeguard or Management immediately. 

k) All persons must leave pool when “all out” whistle is sounded. 

l) All residents and guests must follow the instructions of the lifeguard on duty, 

m) No running, throwing, pushing, wrestling, dunking, rough play, etc., is permitted in the pool area. 

6 Private Use Daylesford Lake pool may not be used for private parties, personal profit or commercial purposes. 

7 Compliance 
with Rules 

a) All residents and guests must observe these rules and regulations with the understanding that they are created for the protection, safety and 

comfort of everyone.   

b) Those not observing the Rules and Regulations can be expelled at the sole discretion of the management and be barred from the facilities. 

8 Guests a) The pool is intended for use by residents and their guests.   

b) Guests must be accompanied by a resident.  Pool cards are not transferable and cannot be used by non-residents.
